BENEFITS OF A COLLABORATIVE 
COUNTY/LOCAL MUNICIPAL APPROACH
The Enola Railroad Corridor has tremendous potential to add to the quality-of-life of the residents of Lancaster County--particularly those in the southern end.  The corridor, however, is extremely long and filled with many difficult and complex management challenges.  Acting alone, both the county and seven independent municipalities will have a difficult time meeting all of these challenges.  But by working together in a coordinated and efficient manner, the County and municipalities can turn this corridor into a positive community resource for all.  

There are many benefits to a collaborative approach between the County and the local municipalities on the Enola Railroad Corridor.  Here a just of few of those benefits:
· Security patrols by trained park rangers to reduce litter, dumping, vandalism, trespassing, and motorbikes
· Insurance coverage for liability, personal injury, and environmental claims 
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Regular on-going maintenance of the corridor and its infrastructure 

· Financial resources to address the rehabilitation and/or removal of railroad bridges, tunnels, and improvements to dangerous transportation segments
· Financial, legal, engineering, and technical assistance for bridge inspections, maintenance and repairs, and environmental clean-up

· Landscape design expertise to address current safety and adjacent property owner concerns
· Expertise to comply with Federal historic preservation laws

· Increased opportunities for funding from federal and state agencies and private foundations 

· Management of the entire corridor as one contiguous unit instead of seven disconnected segments
